* Underwear/socks/T-shirts/sweatshirts/jumpers/fleece.

» Joggers/trousers/jeans (not all denim jeans please as they are not
suitable for many of the outdoor activities).

e WARM, waterproof coats.

* Hat/scarf/gloves.

e Back pack/rucksack and a plastic water bottle.

* Black bags for wet/muddy/dirty clothes.

e £10 MAXIMUM pocket money (in change please)/ 1 or 2 stamps for
postcards.

5. Please arrange suitable transport to/from school for your child on the Monday
and Friday of this week.
